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Network Configuration and Ports

Both Miracast and Airplay functionality requires specific network features and functions to be enabled in order to
operate correctly.

Please note: While Miracast devices can be found by the AMF41W via a hardwired connection, the Miracast protocol
requires the broadcast device (phone / tablet etc) to connect directly to the unit wirelessly (WiFi P2P mode) as the
service discovery mechanism is based on the WiFi beacon frame, therefore the ‘session’ is based on a P2P connection.
As such, the broadcasting device must support WiFi, and must also be in wireless range of the AMF41W. This could
potentially limit the physical distance between the AMF41W unit, and the broadcast device in certain set-ups when
using Miracast.
